a. Updates 

Michelle Pilati, ASCCC Vice President gave an update

She mentioned that we already are aware of the budget issues. 

She confirmed that prerequisite establishment by content review passed at BOG.  We will need to look at how we do content review and make sure our review process is rigorous enough to establish prerequisites.  To help colleges the ASCCC has scheduled regional trainings on C-ID, TMC, and Content Review. The meeting for this area is at Foothill College on April 9th.  Up to four people from each college can and should attend.  Go to the ASCCC.org to get all the information.  It will be a team of people leading the trainings including Stephanie Low and Jeff Spano.

Upcoming institutes - Leadership institute and Curriculum Institute

1440 update – there are 4 finalized TMC. We are now vetting others, the vetting ends 4/11. We are expecting to have a large array.  Get faculty on your campuses to sign up for the discipline list serves that the TMC are up.  Go to C-ID and register and review the current TMC.  Discipline faculty are the first to know when they go up. At the end of this year we will have tackled the top 20 majors that transfer to the CSU.   We are starting discussions about what ones to do next year.

1143 – The task force is doing their work. You will hear more at session.  A big part is about metrics and performance based funding.  Very interesting information from Washington about performance based funding. On the  C-Id website a course descriptor for a research course that has multiple uses.  Go in and see what you think. 


Also looking at developing a course on student success might come out of 1143.

b. Legislative and local issues
Michelle Pilati gave a brief update on legislation.
Some is good but some need to be watched.  There is the one on giving credit for Vets. Another suggest that since we give credit for an AP exam then we should give credit for IP exams.


Another proposal suggests discusses DE proposals but compares hybrids with full DE courses.


We are keeping an eye on for CCCAssess.  There is one that is about privatizing some of our
credit offerings. Kind of a slippery slope. Provides a mechanism that allows for offering courses 
outside our process. 

The ASCCC is also making cuts to its budget. You may notice not having a dinner provided at session or an institute.  Coffee breaks are actually very experience.

A request was made to send out “Watch” emails on updates to legislation to local senates.  Discussion on reasons for holding off until something is more firm so as to not over worry people about something that is not going anywhere.  Michelle will pass on to Jane the desire to have more leg updates.

c. Other 

i. + - grading  

A lively discussion on +/- grading.  Attendees discussed pros and cons and the history of the debate.
ii. Effectiveness of shared governance

A lively discussion on shared governance and how it is working on our campuses and the role of accreditation.  

iii. Private high fee schools

For profit schools, we are competing with them  The whole idea is that they are convincing students that it is good to spend thousands of dollars because they are better than the CC.  And we need to counteract this. These other expensive programs have been detrimental to some of our programs.  We need ads on TV and such to compete.  Maybe social media.  It is affecting our curriculum.  Proposed that maybe we need to wait and see what happens with the new financial aid laws.  These other programs do not inform students about how long it will take them to pay off that debt. Maybe need to consider from our perspective is what can the ASCCC do to help with this situation. Lengthy discussion, not a clear conclusion.  But clear that these private colleges are impacting come of our programs.
