Articulation Template Instructions

General Course Title: Insert a general course name in this field.  It should not necessarily be the actual course title that exists at any specific high school, ROCP, or college, but one that generally describes the topic of the course.  Actual course titles will be inserted into any articulation agreements that result from the template.
General Course Description: Enter a general description of the course being outlined with this template.  Again, it should be a generic, broad description of this type of course, rather than one that is specific to any individual institution.  Specific course descriptions will appear in articulation agreements.
*College Units: Insert the number of college units normally awarded upon completion of this course.  (Note:  traditionally, 10 high school/ROCP credits are the equivalent of 3 college units.)
*HS/ROCP Credits: Insert the number of high school credits normally given for completion of this course.  (Note:  traditionally, 10 high school/ROCP credits are the equivalent of 3 college units.)   

*Hours: Insert the number of high school/ROCP instructional hours for the listed course.

*Prerequisite(s):  List any courses currently required to be completed prior to taking the listed course. 

*Advisories/Recommendations: List any advisories, recommendations, or recommended courses that are generally given for the course. 

Course Content: Use additional pages as necessary. Course content includes all necessary components of the course listed. 

Competencies and Skill Requirements: Use additional pages as necessary. List all competencies and skill levels that must be attained in order to show that the student has successfully completed the required training and met the minimum standards required to apply for articulation.  Please format your entries so that the list completes the phrase “At the conclusion of this course, the student should be able to:  ….”  Where appropriate, please incorporate the standards being used (e.g. CTE standards).
Measurement Methods: This includes any and all methods that will be relied upon for showing high school/ROCP completion of the course competencies and skill requirements (i.e. exams, labs, projects, demonstrations etc).  Any industry certification or licensure pertaining to this course or discipline should also be noted here.
Sample Textbooks or Other Support Materials (including software): List suggested textbooks, materials and software that can be utilized to provide the curriculum requirements for this course.  These should be sample textbooks, materials, etc. that are appropriate to use for this course.  Those actually used will vary from one particular course to another, so plainly this will not be an exhaustive list.  However, please do fill in some examples.
DWG Comments:  If your Discipline Work Group (DWG) has additional comments or suggestions that may be useful for those using your completed template to forge articulation agreements, please enter those here.

DWG Facilitator’s Signature and Date:  Once the template is in final form and the Discipline Work Group (DWG) votes to approve it and forward it on to the Steering Committee for acceptance, the DWG Facilitator should print it out and sign and date it in these fields, and then send it to the Statewide Career Pathways Office.

TOPs Code:  This field will be completed by Statewide Career Pathways staff upon submission of the final, approved template.

Internal Tracking Number:  This field will be completed by Statewide Career Pathways staff upon submission of the final, approved template.  This number will be used for internal tracking of Statewide Career Pathways templates. 

Date Accepted by Steering Committee:  This field will be filled in by project staff with the date on which the Steering Committee votes to accept the template.  This step follows its official approval by the authoring DWG.

*These fields are not required.  Please fill them in if you are aware of pertinent standards.  Otherwise, they will be completed with local information upon the formation of an articulation agreement.
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
