Comprehension of content area material frequently demands processing at all of the levels NOT JUST TEXT EXPLICIT.

What does this mean in terms of using questions effectively in the classroom?

Considerations in effective use of a question:

	1. Time, thought and care about the source of question;


	Text, not your prior knowledge base

	2. Not too many text explicit questions;


	These do not promote higher level thinking or long-term memory

	3. Be prepared for and accept divergent responses to higher level (text implicit or experienced based questions;


	Don’t insist on answers you were expecting. Allow freedom of responses but expect logical rationale.

	4. Tailor questions to the needs of the learner;


	Don’t overly rely on the author’s questions.

	5. Teach students to generate their own questions;


	Activities where students create test questions.

	6. Use of statements instead of questions.


	Helps students recognize information before having to produce it by answering questions. Anticipation/Reaction guides accomplish this.
